The Oakwood Environmental Education Charter School would like to request additional grant funds for the sum of $50,000.  These monies will be utilized for the following items:

1.  The Environmental Education Charter School budget will increase expenses under Support Services Purchased Services budget by $5,000.00 for consultant services to develop K-5 teacher/staff development training for teachers in technology purchases to date, implement environmental education curriculum activities and opportunities for students.

2. The Environmental Education Charter School budget will increase expenses by $5,000 under Support Services Non-Capital Objects for restoration materials to continue to develop our outdoor classroom (The Sheldon Nature Area) for a quality environmental experience for all students and visitors who wish to undergo it’s existence.

3. The Environmental Education Charter School budget will increase expenses by $4,125 under Instruction Salaries and $875 for Fringes to meet extended contract time for teachers to develop curriculum activities and opportunities for their students.  The teachers will also meet to go through all activities first to fully understand the techniques and instruction to maximize student learning.

4. The Environmental Education Charter School budget will increase expenses by $35,000 under Instruction Capital Objects/Equipment.  These funds will help meet the needs for technology equipment to increase student learning and to better ensure sustainability of the charter.  The students will utilize the technology for hands-on approach to learning and better understand the concepts and ideas of environment education.  We need an additional server to house the digital still-shots and video our students have created.  Our vision is also to have Oakwood equipped with wireless capabilities and to develop our stage/pit area into a video conferencing center for our students to utilize and enhance the quality of their learning experience.  These capabilities will ensure our efforts to continually develop and maintain a resource library at our site and on our website for utilization by parents, district staff, new teachers, guest teachers, Oakwood staff, and students.
